 June 25, 1950 to Jan. 31, 1955 (Korean War) 

 Feb. 28, 1961 to May 7, 1975 (Vietnam War) 

 Aug. 24, 1982 to July 31, 1984 (Lebanon / Grenada) 

 Dec. 20, 1989 to Jan. 31, 1990 (Panama) 

 Aug. 2, 1990 to today (Gulf War / War On Terrorism) 

 Dec. 7, 1941 to Aug. 15, 1945 (Only) (Merchant Marines)
