Junior boys going into their Senior year. 

➢ What is the program cost?  

The fee is $300 (this includes lodging in the dorm and all meals) 

➢ Is there transportation provided?

➢ Where is the program held? 

On the campus of Eastern Illinois University 

➢ What boy benefits from the program?
